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FOREWORD

In view of its potential to support a
large population without too much stimu-
lus, George was identified in the Natio-
nal Physical Development Plan in 1975 as
one of the future growth poles for the
RSA. Recently, George's prospects as

a growth pole received a significant boost
when the Government also designated the
town as one of the industrial development
points qualifying from 1 April 1982 for
the improved industrial incentives. The
spatial arrangement of the area is there-
fore necessary to ensure that this growth
pole will evolve in an orderly manner.

The establishment of a Guide Plan Com-
mittee for George and Environs was an-
nounced in the Government Gazette on
5 October 1979. Having considered tho-
roughly not only the Guide Plan Com-

mittee’s proposals but also the represen-

tion with them, | approved on 21 Sep-
tember 1982 the Guide Plan for George
and Environs set out in paragraph 6 of
this document.

The guide plan contains a co-ordinated
overall spatial development policy for the
future development of George and envi-
rons that will serve not only as a hind-
ing framework for future planning action
by central, provincial and local authori-
ties, but also as a clear guideline for

development actions by the private sector.

George is uit hoofde van die dorp se
