3.6 Vernaamste ekonomiese aktiwiteite

Die ekonomiese aktiwiteite wat in die gids-
plangebied beoefen word, is hoofsaaklik ge-
baseer op die landbou-, die bosbou-en die
ontspanningsbedryf wat hier tot stand gebring
is. As uitvloeisel uit hierdie basiese aktiwi-
teite het daar oor die jare sterk nywerheid-

en dienstesektore in George ontwikkel.

3.6.1 NYWERHEID

Opnames wat in 1980 deur die Stadsraad
van George gemaak is, dui daarop dat daar
toe sowat 110 ligte en diensgeoriénteerde
nywerhede en 32 swaarder tipe nywerheids-

ondernemings in George gevestig was.

arable, Vegetables are grown intensive-
ly where irrigation water is available, but
on the bigger farms the main branches
of farming are wheat, peas and poultry.
Dairy farming is carried on on several

farms.

The natural vegetation consists mainly of
fynbos and is of little agricultural-econo-

mic value.

3.6.2.2 The Geelhoutbhoom Area

The northern parts of the guide plan
area fall within this agricultural area.
Nearly 80% of this agricultural area,

however, is taken up by forestry activi-

ties (State and private).

Hence, agricultural activities are limited.
Water for irrigation is brought from peren-
nial sources by a large number of serQi-
tude furrows. The area is utilised for
vegetable crops and dairy products. The
veld consists mainly of fynbos and shrubs,
with indigenous forest in the ravines.
Themeda and Hyparrhenia grass species
occur on the northern slopes, but on the
whole the veld is of slight economic sig-

nificance.

3.6.2.3 The Skimmelkrantz Area

3.6.2 LANDBOU

Kraaibos. From Herold’s Bay to Victo-
ria Bay, however, it does not include the
littoral.  Large parts of the area are ara-
ble; they are drained, inter alia, by the
Gwaing River in the east and the Maal-
gaten River in the west. Both rivers
are perennial, but owing to the lift nee-
ded these sources are not at present used
for irrigation. All the kloofs are fed by
brackish springs, with the result that irri-
gation is undertaken in this area on a

very limited scale only.

The natural vegetation of the area con-
sists mainly of fynbos and Themeda spe-

cies having slight economic value.

Mixed farming is practised in the area,
the main branches being dairy, wheat and

sheep.

3.6.2.4 The coastal area between

Herold’s Bay and Victoria
Bay

The perennial Skaapkop River flows
through the area, but the irrigation po-
tential is low because steep slopes make

it difficult to pump water.

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3.6.3 FORESTRY

3.6.3.1 Plantations

Because of the moderate climate and con-
stant rainfall, George's environs are very
well suited to tree growth, and so plan-
tations form an important element in the
economic activities within the guide plan

darea.

The nearly 2 700 ha of planted pines
and blue gums occur mainly in the north
and the east of the guide plan area.

The major portion of these plantations is
controlled by George Municipality or the
private sector, while this area also in-
cludes about 360 ha of the Witfontein
States Forest. Timber derived from
these plantations is mostly processed with-
in the guide plan area. The two largest
saw-mills in the area process mainly pine
timber that comes from within the area
There

are also several smaller saw-mills, which

or from nearby State plantations.

are involved, among other things, in sawing
timber, treating poles, making yokes, and
manufacturing furniture from indigenous

timber from the Southern Cape forests.

About 800 people are directly involved in
wood-processing and plantation activities

within the guide plan area.
